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  The  S kun k  Ca bba ge  ( S ym p l o c a rpus  f o e t i d us )  wh i ch  

ordinarily blooms at Wade Park in late February or early  

March (March 5, 1905) was in full blossom this season on 

January  20  ( obse r ve r ,  Mr .  James ) ,  the  ea r l i e s t  r eco rd  known .  

 Although the winter up t o the  l a t t e r pa r t o f  February 

was unprecedent ly  mi ld and open,  no more birds v is i ted us than 

usual, and the streams of progress northward were checked by 

c o l d  waves  wh i ch  cu lm ina t ed  a t  abou t  th e  m idd l e  o f  Mar ch .  I n  

spite of the mild weather the season, as  judged by the b i rds , 

is not more advanced than usual. 

The following resident birds seen during the 

winter: Crow (Feb'y. 17), White Breasted Nuthatch (Feb'y. 11),  

Blue Jay, and Cardinal Grosbeak (Jan'y. 25, C.A.Osborn).
