Our present method of
printing is relatively cheap and the possible saving by going to
straight mimeographing is small unless someone donates a lot of time
and effort. This situation is not yet acute but it is a real poten-
tial problem for 1952.

An equally serious problem is that of developing interest in EBBA
affairs on the part of more members, Items of interest have been
contributed for the News by not more than fifty of our members. To
them your Editor wishes to express his thanks; to the rest of the
members a plea for some item of news interest. Surely there must be
something about your stations, activities, or records that would
