ince its first issue in 1971 there have been a great many articles and papers published in the Wader Study Group Bulletin

describing new and improved methods for working on waders. The circulation of the Wader Study Group Bulletin was

initially limited to the United Kingdom and more recently has been focused in western Europe. In eastern Europe and north

Asia the circulation of the journal has been particularly limited and early issues are especially difficult for researchers to access,

wherever they are based. Wader Study Group initiatives such as the Odessa Protocol have highlighted the importance of making

training and reference material available more widely so as to promote common standards of research and information exchange.
Access to such training material is often a particular problem in the countries of eastern Europe and north Asia.

The 69 papers republished here have all appeared in the

WSGB. Our aim is to make more readily accessible

the details of a wide variety of tried and tested

wader study methods.
