This PDF is derived from a PDF received on interlibrary loan. The original scan was marred by wavy text and considerable digital noise (these defects usually reflect an inadequately maintained and/or dirty scanner and/or operator inattention, leading to movement of the source during scanning).

The page images were extracted as uncompressed, 8-bit grayscale .tif files. The images were then deskewed and cleaned using Paint Shop Pro, version 7, running under Windows 7 Professional. I added 50 pixels of white space to the top and bottom margins and substantially lightened the halftone.

The final PDF was prepared by ABBYY FineReader PDF 15, also running under Windows 7. The OCR layer has been assiduously edited; therefore, text searches, copying and indexing should be >99% accurate. As well, computer translation, by, for example, Google Translate, should generate acceptable output.

In the OCR layer:
•	minor spelling/typographical errors have been corrected, without annotation; for example, “JOSE” is rendered as “José”, “Tucuman” as Tucumán”, “tratandose” as “tratándose”, “morofológicas” as “morfológicas” and “Maraconi” as “Macaroni”;
•	“chrisolophus” is rendered as “chrysolophus”.
