As part of a study into the feeding ecology of Curlews Numenius arquata in the Severn Estuary, we are trying 
to establish a relationship between the dimensions of cast gizzard linings and bill length. We would, therefore, 
be very grateful to receive any of the following - complete gizzards (e.g. after the contents have been removed 
for dietary studies) or gizzard linings from birds of known bill length; cast gizzard linings from birds of known 
bill length in captivity; partly decomposed bodies which include the head and gizzard.
