Hec rccommends
Size 1 for Slate-colored Juncos., I uscd to use that size but changed
to Size O when the #1 size scemed loosee I have used the Size O on
111 members of this spcecies without finding a singlc casc in which
it was too snuge In fact, I can not imagine a morec perfect fite

"When I sent you a card rccently rc Size O bands for Slate-
colored Juncos in prefecrence to the #l's as recommended by Dr. Blake,
I overlooked his suggestion of #1B bands for Eastcrn Song Sparrow,

"I have found considerable variation in sizc of tarsi among
Eagtern Song Sparrows, but I have used #1 bands on all of this
species (29 individuals) bandcd during the past four years without
finding a single instance in which the ngmber 1 band was too snuge

", study of our foreign retraps (or rccoveries--Ed,) indicates
that too many banders use too large bands on too many speciess I
believe that it is a scrious menace to thc birds,"
