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THE AGE OF BANDED BIRDS—II

SINCE the publication of a “Tentative List of Banded Birds
and Ages” in the July, 1927 number of the Bulletin (North-
eastern Bird-Banding Association, III (3), pp. 50, 51), “Re-
turns from Banded Birds 1923 to 1926’ has been issued by
the United States Departinent of Agriculture (Lincoln, 1927,
Tech. Bull. No. 32). It will be a convenience to tabulate
here a number of additions from this source to our first tenta-
tive list of recorded longevity. There are also included
oceasional items from elsewhere, though the writer has not
had leisure to make the thorough search of the literature which
would be desirable.

5 years—for Puffin, Herring Gull, Red-bellied Woodpecker, Crested
Flycatcher, Evening Grosbeak, Goldfinch, Chipping Sparrow, Towhee,
California Towhee, Cardinal, Rose-breasted Grosbeak, Myrtle Warbler,
Hooded Warbler, Catbird, White-breasted Nuthatch, Robin.

4 years—for Pied-billed Grebe, Common Murre, Common Tern, Blue-
winged Teal, Greater Scaup, Goshawk, Downy Woodpecker, Cowbird,
Purple Grackle, Golden-crowned Sparrow, Mockingbird, House Wren,
Hermit Thrush.
