O ctober was surprisingly m ild , the warmest since 1971. The average tem perature was 58.3 degrees, 3 5 
degrees above norm al. The high was 86 degrees on October 6. A  tem perature o f 34 d e g r^s  on October 27 
and 30 in  Boston was the low est. In land suburbs reported some freezmg m the last th ird  o f the m onth. Rain 
totaled 7.36 inches, 4.0 inches more than norm al and the th ird  greatest am ount m 120 years. The m ost in  24 
hours was 3.91 inches on October 13-14. Th is storm was quite variable over the general area. M ost places to 
the south received less ra in . M uch more fe ll to the west and north, where totals o f 4.0 to  8.0 mches were 
common from  th is one storm . Thunderstorms were noted on 5 days. Fog was frequent w ith  heavy fog n o t^  
on 6 days, trip le  the past average. W inds were ou t o f the northw est on 10 days— O ctober 1-3 ,15 , 20 .24 27, 

and 29-31.

LOONS THRO UG H HERONS

Storm s, pa rticu la rly  on O ctober 26, produced reports o f many seabirds includ ing  188 Greater Sheamaters, 
one o r tw o Leach’ s Storm -Petrels, and large numbers o f Northern Gannets. A n A m erican W h ite  
was noted in  Eastham. There were many reports o f Am erican B itterns. As usual, herons lingered in to  O c to te  
in  d im inishing numbers. M ost notable were a Least B itte rn  that was flushed from  a bog m Tewksbury and a 
number o f Green-backed Herons. A  count o f 35 Great Egrets was reported from  Plum  Island and a “ ta l ̂ 2 5
from  A llens Pond in  South Dartm outh. • ’ '

A  notew orthy count o f 26 Turkey V ultures was reported on October 21 at Great M eadows, and Ospreys 
were w ide ly  reported. A lso  o f interest, good numbers o f Cooper’s Hawks continue to  be reported, a trend 
noted last year. A n early Rough-legged H aw k was seen in  T ruro , and an adult Golden Eagle was seen at 
Q uabbin. M e rlins were noted at several locations, and an im pressive flig h t o f over 50 M erlins and 32 
Peregrine Falcons occurred at Gay Head on M artha’s V ineyard on O ctober 3. A  m axim um  o f 8 Peregrines 
was reported on three days from  the N orth M onomoy-Chatham area. The to ta l o f Peregrines reported fo r the 
m onth very lik e ly  includes repeated sightings o f some birds. ---------

A  P urp le  G a llin u le , present sinee September, was seen through m idm onth at Fresh Pond. Seven Common 
M oorhens, a species that is  becom ing rare in  these reports, were seen on Nantucket, and an im m ature was 
noted a t Great Meadows. O ver one hundred K illdeers were seen at N ine Acre Com er in  Concord and in  
South Dartm outh on the same day. Tw o reports o f Am erican A vocet are o f note as is on ly one report o f 
M arbled G odw it. Shorebirds in  general were w e ll represented in  species i f  not in  numbers. One observer 
noted that although he has seen many shorebirds in  H a lifax, th is was the firs t year he observed a Long-b illed  

D ow itcher there.
On O ctober 14 jaegers were observed from  Provincetown— one Pomarine, tw o Parasitic, and tw o 

un identified. A n adult L ittle  G u ll was seen in  Lynn as was one adult Common Black-headed G u ll. Lesser 
Black-backed G ulls were reported from  tw o locations. A n im m ature Sabine’s G u ll was seen from  Race Point. 
Caspian Terns were observed at several locations w ith  as many as five  seen fo r several days at the H ellcat 
impoundm ents on Plum  Island. A lc id  reports included Dovekies, RazorbiUs, and B lack G uillem ots, a ll 
associated w ith  storm y weather during m id-to-late October.

CUCKOOS THRO UG H FINCHES

A fte r the lackluster m igration in  September, birders were pleased w ith  the large numbers o f m igrants 
during October. One o f the hottest locations proved to  be the lim e pits in  South Peabody, where observers 
discovered several unusual species, as w e ll as good counts o f many m igrants, especially sparrows.

Tw o unusual daytim e activ itie s o f the norm ally nocturnal Great Homed O w l were reported th is m onth. In  
Eastham, tw o birds were found preying on roosting night-herons throughout the day; and at Rantoul Pond in  
Ipsw ich, a Great Hom ed was seen bathing in  the pond.

Strong southwest w inds and warm  temperatures in  early October were probably responsible fo r four 
ind iv id u a l Common N ighthaw k reports from  a w ide area as w e ll as reports o f Chim ney S w ifts from  three 
locations. O ctober records o f these tw o species are very unusual. Th is "blow -back" weather probably was the 
key to reports o f many other species, norm ally departed by th is tim e, that were sighted this m onth.

O ctober passerine h igh lights were numerous. A  F o rk -ta ile d  F lyca tcher was reported at Fresh Pond in  
Cam bridge on O ctober 14 and was w e ll described by the on ly tw o observers to see i t  W estern K ingbirds 
were noted a t T ruro and on Plum Island. Sedge W rens were w e ll described by observers in  Dorchester and

South Peabody. The Peabody wren was present fo r nearly tw o weeks. Y ellow -throated W arblers were found 
in  B rookline  and on Plum  Island. A t South Peabody a M a c G illiv ra y ’ s W a rb le r was iden tified  on the basis 
o f the bo ld , broad, w hite  crescents above and below  the eyes and by the grayish w hite  throat. This 
cooperative b ird  was seen by a m ultitude o f birders between O ctober 12 and 14. Th is sighting is  the th ird  
record fo r Massachusetts.

Am ong the com mon m igrants, excellent movements were reported fo r Y e llo w -be llie d  Sapsucker, Eastern 
Phoebe, Red-breasted Nuthatch (central areas o n ly). H erm it Thrush, and S olita ry V ireo . A n above average 
to ta l o f 27 w arbler species was noted during the m onth including an excellent flig h t o f N orthern Parulas 
during the firs t week.

Sparrows were very m uch a part o f the m igration story fo r October. In  South Peabody alone, thirteen 
species were seen. H igh counts ta llie d  fo r sparrows were 275 Savannahs, 105 Song, and 95 Swamp, in  
addition to  2 C lay-colored Sparrows and a LeC onte’ s S parrow . In  Newton a H enslow ’s S parrow  was 
present fo r tw o days in  the com m unity gardens. Rounding out sparrow high lights were La rk Sparrows in  
W e llfle e t and on M artha’s V ineyard, a very ob lig ing  L a rk  B u n tin g  on Plum  Island, and a good showing o f 
Grasshopper, W hite-crow ned, and L in co ln ’s sparrows a t many locations.

In  W atertow n on O ctober 15, this observer witnessed an im pressive m igration spectacle from  7:15-7:55 
A .M . D uring th is short in te rva l, tw en ty-five  species were noted. The birds, a ll heading southwest, included 
355 Y ellow -rum ped W arblers, 94 Am erican Robins, 37 Dark-eyed Juncos, 13 Purple Finches, 8 Northern 
F lickers, and 4 Chim ney S w ifts.

The ou tlook fo r a w in te r finch  flig h t was dism al. There were reports o f on ly 4 Pine Grosbeaks, a handful
o f Pine S iskins, and ju s t tw o sightings o f Evening Grosbeaks.
