This
bird, missing the left eye, could be the
same individual seen in Eastern
Massachusetts in 1997.

Three Sandhill Cranes (2 ad., 1 juv.)
spent the much of the winter of 1999/2000
in southeastern Massachusetts (chiefly
Marion, Mattapoisett, and Fairhaven).
