CASUALITIES

Mr, W, M, Davidson of Orlando, Floridas, tells us of an
unusual experience he had on January 5, 1952:

*] set out two trigger type Chardonneret traps baited with
Bayberries in the hope of trapping Myrtle Warblers, On my
return to the traps two hours later I was surprised to find in
one of the cells two adult male Yellow-throats (Geothlypis
trichas). One bird was actively awaiting release but the other
was dead, Severe head injuries indicated that the two birds
had entered almost simultaneously and a fight hed ensued. The
bird did not have the appearance of having been attacked from
without, as, for example, by reason of a Sharp-shinned Hawk or
Shrike,"
