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REDWINO BANDING AT TUCKERTON - SUMMER 1960

Also, 
having become familiar last year 
with the Redwings' nest ing habits 
at this place we were better prepared 
to find nests more efficiently, and 
cover each part of the area more 
thoroughly. 

Nests were generally located in 
bushes outside (on the marsh side) 
of the main line of barberry bushes 
from five to seven feet above the 
ground. built in a crotch of branches. 
The majority of nests were about five 
feet above the ground wherever bushes 
were high enough to permit it; in 
some cases, the bayberry bushes were 
only about three feet high, and nests
