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bird bander, however, has no alibi for not making his data available. 
If, as I hope, the D. V. O. C. eventually brings out a more detailed 
work on the birds of Pennsylvania, then we who band in the state should 
start making available the information buried in our files. Some of it 
may prove to have prime scientific value.
