(A quick check at the annual meetin~ revealed that some 15 of th e@ 
90 members in attendence had not receive d their Mar ch- April issue ye ti 
it was mailed@ April 12th. Editor)If i t is that time of the month 
when many magazines are in the mails, it will take much longer, If 
you "cue" your postman to the fact that it has to do with your banding 
activities--it might receive priority. Only First Class designation 
would move EBBA News faster, The Editor and Ruth have discussed this 
at length but found the cost too steep, It would mean an additional 
increase in the dues, 

We hope this article will help the members to realize what goes 
on behind the scenes of EBBA NEWS before it arrives at its destination,

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Many banders have found the published material on the identifica­
tion of the Empidonax flycatchers cumbersome and time consuming to use 
in the field. For the past several years we have used the following out­
line which gives a quick reference and comparison of the bare essentials 
for Empidonax identification or processing. It combines the information 
from Robbins, Eastern Empidonax Fl ycatc hers , 1959, and Phillips, Howe, 
Lanyon, I entification of the Fl catc hers of Eastern Nort h Amer i ca wit h 
Special Emphasis on the Genus Empi don ax, Bird-Banding , 37 1 153-17 1 , 19 , 

Definitions have been omitted (except for Formula B) to save space, 
Those characters which did not contribute to differentiation between spe­
cies were also omitted. (For example1 the 6th primary of the Yellow­
bellied Flycatcher can be notched, slightly notched, or not notched; both 
species in B. have the 10th primary longer than the 5th,)

The bill width measurement is that across the middle of the nostrils 
and a small error in position could make an error of 0,5 mm in this mea­
surement. 

Taj_]. shape can be very hard to distinguish if a flycatcher has been 
held in a gathering cage - and even sometimes if the bird is badly tan­
gled in the net. 

Very late fall stragglers should be checked carefully for possible 
western species. particularly if the lower mandible is dark or partially 
dark, See "Additional Notes on the Flyca tchers of Easte rn North America" 
by Phillips and Lanyon, Bird-Banding, 41z 190-197, 1970. 

It would be interesting if other banders would keep records of the 
molt of head and body feathers or lack of it in the flycatchers that they 
handle during fall migration, Our IBOR information showed a trend for 
certa:in species to be in heavier molt than others. We would be interested 
in observations, pro or con, from other stations.
