Recent additions to the skin collection come from south of the 
border (Mexico, South America) and from local collection points. Fall 
warblers are adequately represented and spring warblers are being col­
lected each year to augment those already available. 

The library contains long runs of most publications of interest 
to handers in addition to many monographs and other research material.
