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BAND RECOVERY IN AN OWL PELLET

While going through some owl pellets at the Mid-Fairfield 
County Youth Museum, one of the boys on the Museum's Junior 
Staff discovered a bird band in one of them. He reported the 
band to me , the number or which uTas 703-77027 . 'fhe band \.fas one 
that I had put on a mourning dove that was AHY - M on Jantlary 7 , 
1971 . 'rhe pellet bad been picked up in a pine grove on the Museum 
property Just over 100 feet awe.y :from my banding station . The m.1l 
dropping the pellets is a barred mo~l who roosts in a small VJh ite 
pins grove where the band was discovered . Pellets are removed 
regularly from t..he grove to analyze their contents , so that this 
partic·ular pellet was no more t.han tv1o weeks older than the time 
o±' i ts discovery which was April 2 , 1972 . Lrp to this point VJ e 
had found no indication of birds in this owl 1 s diet. Doves are 
common in the area and have been observed going to roost in this 
same grove.
