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In 1972, Editor W. Rydzewski of the Polish Zoological· Society, pub­
lisher of THE RING, publi'shed a worldwide index of ornithologists known as 
"Index Orni thologorum", the index contains @ 117 names and short biographical 
descriptions of ornithologists residing currently in the United States. The 
majority of tpese persons are not banders. 

The "American Banding Directory" was not intended to duplicate Dr. 
Rydzewski's efforts. As such, it deals with banders in the United States, 
but possibly a very few non-banders have gotten into it also. The basic idea 
came from the Polish work; the effort and dozens of hours of hard work that 
went into it, was shared by Editor Fred Schaeffer and' (Ex-) Co-Editor Harvey 
Farber. 

In 
some cases the names of periodicals were included·when we could not find out 
the correct names of the organizations that publish them. ·.
