Voices of  Neotropical Birds. - John William Hardy. 1975. Privately 
published by J. W.and C. I. Hardy, 1615 N.W. 14th Ave., Gainesville, 
Florida 32605. 12-inch 33 RPM phonograph record. $6.00. - Voices 
of Neotropical Birds is  a welcome addition to  the slowly increasing 
number o f  published recordings o f  the songs and other vocalizations 
of birds o f  the American tropics. About f i f ty  species are presented. 
The quality o f  the sound is good over the ful l  range from low to  high 
frequencies. 

Side one, except for the last two or three species, covers birds that 
are vocal and noisy but not given to  uttering musical or pleasing 
sounds. Side two i s  quite different. The birds here are all species with 
highly developed syringeal equipment, and their songs are mostly 
melodious, some of them intricate and involved, with notes seeming 
to  tumble over each other. 

I was pleased to find the commentary not only interesting and in- 
formative, but that the volume level is  in satisfactory relation to  the 
bird songs and calls - which is not the case with some bird song 
records that are on the market. Dr. Hardy has done a painstaking 
and commendable job in the production o f  this record. - Samuel 
A. Grimes. 
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
