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YELLOW-BELLIED SAPSUCKER 
BREEDING IN NORTHEAST TENNESSEE

The Yellow-bellied Sapsucker (Sphyrapicus varius) is a rare and localized breed- 
ing bird in Tennessee (Nicholson 1997). Historically, sapsuckers have been docu- 
mented breeding in just two areas of the state, the Smoky Mountains (Stupka 1963) 
and just to the southwest in the Unicoi Mountains (Ganier and Clebsch 1946). The 
only recent reports of breeding by sapsuckers in the state have come from the Unicoi 
Mountains on 23 June 1973 (Hixon 1996) and in mid July 1991 (Nicholson 1997). In 
the mountains of northeast Tennessee there art: no documented breeding records 
and only six summer sightings, two of which were previously unpublished. In June 
1895 a pair was seen along h e  Doe River near Roan Mountain in Carter County 
('Rhoads 1895). The 1937 Smithsonian Expedition found one on 4 June on Holston 
Mountain, above Shady Valley, on the Johnson/Sullivan County line (Wckmore 
1939). An adult was swn near Elizabethton, Carter County, on 25 June and 31 Au- 
gust 1955 (Ilerndon 1955). One was seen on 1 July 1974 aIong the Appalacluan Trail 
near Big Bald Mountain on the border of Unicoi County, Tennessee, and Yancey 
County, North Carolina (R. Lewis, pers, comrn.). Onr was observed on 24 June 
1978 at Iron Mountain (Eller 1978); ths location should have been reported as Iron 
Mountain Gap, whch is on the border of Unicoi County, Tennessee, and Mitchell 
County, North Carolina, rather than the Carter/ Joknsnn County site mentioned by 
Nicholson (1997). A pair was noted on 21 May 1999 near the head of Whetstone 
Branch on Roger's Ridge, JohnsonCounty (S. Major fide J. McGuiness, pers, c o r n . ) .  
In this note 1 report the 6rst confirmed breeding by sapsuckers in northeast Ten- 
nessee. 
On five dates between 15-29 June 2001 1 saw or heard one to three adult sapsuck- 

ers along the crest of Stone Mountain, northward from Vaught Gap. Although most 
of the area surveyed is in southern Johnson County, Tennessee, part of Vaught Gap 
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is in Watauga County, North Carolina. The elevation ranges from 1220-1300 m. The 
habitat is second growth, mostly closedcanopy hardwood forest, with a fairly open 
understory. The dominant trees are oak (Quercus sp.), maple ( A m  sp.), birch (Betub 
sp . ) ,  and hickory (Cnrya sp.). Most encounters involved hearing the sapsucker's 
loud, sharp, and syncopated drumming given in short bursts. 

On 20 June a pair was seen just north of Vaught Gap, with both birds drumming 
frequently. The male spent several minutes working on a small excavation in a live 
maple. This cavity entrance had been enlarged by my next visit on 27 June. Thls 
pair's territory straddled the state line, with the cavity-start in On 29 
June an adult and two recently fledged sapsuckers were found about 400-500 m 
north of the previous site. The juveniles were observed at close range for several 
minutes as they moved back and forth between two dead trees, calling loudly the 
whole time. A single adult had been heard calling and drumming in this area two 
days earlier. T h s  second site was entirely in Tennessee. The birds at the first site 
were still present there on &IS later date, indicating that at least two pairs were 
present in the area.

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NORTHERN HARRIER (CIRCUS CYANE US) NEST 
FOUND IN STEWART COUNTY, TENNESSEE

The Northern Harrier (Circus cyaneus) has bccn infrequently reported in Ten- 
nessee during summer. Robinson (1990) reports seven previous summer records 
and lists the harrier a s  a very rare summer visitor. This note documents harrier 
observations at the Ih r t  Campbell Army Base, near Clarksville, Tennessee in the 
summer of 2002. 

On the morning of 15 May 2002, a female Northern Harrier was observed in the 
rear area of the Fort Campbell Army Base approximately 4 km south of the Ken- 
tucky state line in Stewart County, Tennessee. She was perched and giving a defen- 
sive call. We watched from an observation poinl approximately 150 m away for 
about 20 min. During this time, a Red-tailed Hawk (Buteo jamaicensis) entered the 
territory, and the female Northern Harrier startcd diving at it. Soon a male North- 
ern Harrier joined the female diving at he hawk. Within a few minutes the Red- 
tailed Hawk and the male Northern Harrier left the area, and the female went to a 
new perch and started preening. After another 15 minutes, the female dropped to 
the ground. Suspecting that she might have a nest, we approached the site. 

The female flushed from the ground, and upon further investigation, we located 
a nest (Figure 1). The nest was found in an area of grass and forbs approximately 1 
m high under a small sumac (Rhus glabra) sapling approximately 1.5-rn tall. The 
nest cup was approximately 8 cm in diameter and was constructed of a thin layer 
of small sticks and grasses, typical of Northern Harrier nests in dry sites (klarrison 
1975). Two recentIy depredated white eggs were found in the nest. There was a 
relatively wide trail through the grass to the nest site. One egg was broken into two 
pieces, and the other had a large hole in one side of the egg. Both were still wet with 
albumin, indicating very recent depredation [possibly by coyote (Canis latrans)]. 
The eggs were dull white with no spots and a smooth shell (Figure 2). Measure- 
ments of the egg with the hole were 47.45 x 3760 mm, very close to the average 46.6 
x 36.4 mm reported by Harrison (1975). 

The habitat surrounding the nest consisted of a large, frequently burned native wamn 

season grass patch including Broom sedge (Andmpogon mrginicus) and Little Bluestern 
(Schuachyriurn scoprium). Fort Campbell contains about 10,000 ha of native grasslands 
including some of the largest grassland areas in Tennessee and Ken tudiy. 

Based on the presence and behavior of the female harricr and thc appearance 
and measurements of the eggs, we determined the nest was indeed that of a North- 
e m  Harrier. Ths  represents the first known nesting record of a Northern Harrier in

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NORTHERN SAW-WHET OWL IN DAVIDSON COUNTY

At 1755 CST on 8 February 2002 I observed an owl in my yard on Riverview 
Drive, Nashville, Davidson County, Tennessee. At first I thought it was an Eastern 
Screech Owl, (Otus uslo), a s  I we them frequently on my property. Howevcr, a sec- 
ond look revealed the bird was smaller than my usual Screech Owls. Using my 
8x30 Jason binoculars and consulting my field guide (Robbins et al. 1983) 1 discov- 
ered the visitor was a Northcrn Saw-whet Owl (Aegolius acadicus). It had no ear 
tufts and was streaky on the breast. 

The Saw-whet Owl continued to visit my yard regularly in Februaty and March. 
I observed it on 14 different nights from 8 Februaty through 29 March with it con- 
sistently appearing between 1755-1820 CST. On 18 February the Saw-whet came at 
1800. Shortly after it appeared, an Eastern Screech Owl flew in and landed beside 
it, providing me a great comparison of the Saw-whet and ScrcechOwlsjde by side. 
I observed the Saw-whet Owl did not come on windy evenings, and when it did 
come, it usua t ty picked up food and quickly left. On 25 February, when no Screech 
Owls disturbed it, the saw-whet remained for 20 min. 

Northern Saw-whet Owls are considered a rarc migrant and winter resident in 
middle Tennessee (Robinson 1990). The last reports of which I am aware of Saw- 
whet Uwls in the Nashvilje area are one found dead on Bresslyn Road in 1985 
(Parmer 1985) and one seen drinking at a bird bath on 13 May 1985 (Migral~ t 56:77).

This report describes the actions taken by the Tennessee Bird Records Cornmit- 
tee of the Tennessee Ornithological Society (TOS) from the summer of 2001 to the 
fall of 2002. Committee members and alternates who served during this period 
were Kevin Calhoon (secretary), Audrey Hoff, Dick Preston, Chris Sloan, Rick 
Knight, Marb Greene, and Mike Todd (alternate). 

Acceptance criteria remained the same throughout the year. A species is placed 
on the confirmed list based upon either {a) extant, verified specimen, photograph, 
or sound recnrding, each accompanied by written details, or (b) satisfactory writ- 
ten documentation of three independent sight records, or satisfactory written docu- 
mentation of three independent observers of the same bird. Without these levels of 
documentation, a species is placed on the Provisional List based on one or two 

sight records with satisfactory written documentation. Acceptance to either list re- 
quired unanimous or one dissenting vote of the committee. 

This report contains eigh t records of seven species accepted anci one species which 
was not. 

RECORDS ACCEPTED 

Calliope Hummingbird {Stellula calliope): Written documentation and photo- 
graphs of a single second-year male bird banded by Bob Sargent a t  the home of 
Diane Whitman in Hamil ton Co., TN on 22 January 2MI1 was accepted. VOTE 6-0 

This becomes the third Tennessee record, with this species already on the con- 
firmed list. 

Black-beIlied Whistling Duck (Dendrocygna aufumnalis): Written dncumenta- 
tion from Melinda Wel ton of two birds over Barkley WMA, Stewart Co., TN on 5 
May 2001 was accepted. VOTE: 6-0 

This becomes the fourth Tennessee record, with this species already on the con- 
firmed list. 

White-winged Crossbill ILoxia le~tcoptera): Photographs and written documen- 
tation of a single adult male at the residence of Maurice Edwards on Signal Moun- 
tain, Hamilton Co.,TN on 15 February 2000 was accepted. VOTE: 6-0 

This species is considered casual in the state of Tennessee. 

Glaucous Gull (Larus hyperboreus): Written documentation of a single first- 
winter bird seen by Chris Sloan and Jay Desgrosellier on 26 February 2001 at Brit ton 
Ford WMA, Henry Co., TN was accepted. VOTE: 6-0 

This species is considered accidental in Tennessee. 

Swainson's Hawk (Buteo swainsonil: Written docurnenta tion of a single adult 
bird seen by Alan Wormington on 6 October 2000 in Dyer Co., TN was accepted. 
VOTE: 6-0

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This was the third accepted written documentation for the species in the state, so 
i t  was taken off the Provisional section of the Official List of Tennessee Birds. 

Little Gull (Lams minutus): Written documentation of a single adult bird seen 

on Reel foot Lakc in Obion Co., TN by Chris Sloan, Jay Desgrosellier, and Phillip 
Casteel on 31 March 2001 was accepted. VOTE: 6-0 

This was the second accepted written documentation of this species, so i t  re- 
mains on the Provisional section of the Official List of Tennessee Birds. 

Eared Grebe (Podiceps auritus): Written documentation of a single bird seen by 
Stephen Stedman on Center Hill Lake in DeKalb Co., TN on 22 November 2000 
was accepted. VOTE: 6-0 

The species is considered casual in Tennessee. 

RECORDS NOT ACCEPTED 

Thayer's Gull (Lams thnyeri): Written documentahon of a single first-winter bird 
seen at Pickwick Dam in Hardin Co., TN on 3 February 2001 by Chris Sloan, Jeff Wil- 
son, PhillipCasteel, and Frank Fekel was not accepted. VOTE: 4-1, l abstention. 

The record was not accepted because of insufficient details to determine specific 
species.

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THE FALL SEASON

1 AUGUST-30 NOVEMBER 2001 

The most notable aspect of the weather h s  fa11 was the late-season warmth, 
with November being quite mild statewide. Precipitation varied greatly over the 
course of the period, with both near-drought conditions and localized flooding 
occurring in some regions. 

Wakerfowl numbers were low, apparently in response to the lingering mild tem- 
peratures further north. However, scoters or Long-tailed Ducks were found in sev- 
eral regions. The shorebird flight was good again, particularly in the Ridge and 
Valley. Ruffs and Red Knots were reported from two regions apiece, and American 
Avocets appeared in three regions. Passerine migration seemed fairly typical for 
recent years. A significant incursion of Red-breasted Nuthatches occurred, but bo- 
real finches appeared only in modest numbers. An early American Tree Sparrow 
was seen near Nashville. Highlights from four banding stations are reported i n  the 
Mountain region. 

Among rarities, Western Grebe and Sabine's Gu tl were probably the most note- 
worthy. Pacific Loon has almost become regular in the Pace Point area. The secre- 
tive Nelson's Sharp-biled Sparrow was found in three regions, probably an indica- 
tion that birders arc more adept at searching for it.

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WESTERN COASTAL PLAIN REGION - While the weather was not rcmark- 
able during the first three months of the fall period, November was unusually warm 
and almost completely dry in its first three weeks. Then, during the final week of 
November, the area received more than twice the normal rainfall for the entire 
month, causing local flooding. The season produced an array of notable sightings, 
including e Western Grebe at Reelfoot Lake, along with a Ruff and a Nelson's Sharp- 
tailed Sparrow in Shelby County. Alm, a Sabine's Gull was reported in Shelby 
County, while Piping Plovers were noted in Lake and Shelby Counties. The Pace 
Point area yielded its many specialties - Red-throated and Pacific loons, Red-necked 
Grebe, all three scotcrs, Golden Eagle, and both black-backed gulls.

HIGHLAND RIM AND BASIN REGION - During the fall, period tempera- 
tures in Nashville were about normal in August, but somewhat cooler than usual 

in September and October. However, November bucked this trend with tempera- 
tures significantly warmer than usual, making h a t  month a major extension of 611 
rather than a prelude to winter. Rainfall in August was near normal, but only about 
half the usual precipitation fell in September. The amount of rain in October and 
November rebounded and was significantly above normal. However, the latter 
month was quite dry until a deluge of 3.5 inches fell on 29 November. Duck num- 
bers were down significantly compared to this period last year, perhaps due to the 
unseasonably warm temperatures. Red-breasted Nuthatches were reported inmany 
locatinns, suggesting this species is staging an invasion into the region.

CUMBERLAND PLATEAU /RIDGE & VALLEY REGION - As a whole this sea- 
son was generally mild and dry, with some variations. Late September and much 
of October were slightly cooler than normal. However, November was significantly 
warmer than average. Precipitation was a matter of extremes. Heavy mountain 
rains in Greene and Unicoi counties (15 inches in 48 hours at Viking Mb.) in early 
August caused flooding in the Nolichucky and French Broad Rivers. As a result of 
this, Douglas Lake remained full later than usual, thus not exposing the mud flats 
at Rankin Bottoms until mid-September (three to four weeks late). The rest of the 
period was quite dry. In the northeast part of the region, both October and Novem- 
ber had less than an inch of rainfall; indeed, November was the driest on rccord in 
the Tri-cities. The lack of rain at Chattanooga resulted in dry marshes, which then 
held few marsh birds. 

Shorebird migration was the hghlight of the season, especially at Rankin Bot- 
toms and Kingston Steam Plant- Ruff, Red Knot, and Red Phalarope were particu- 
larly noteworthy. Also of interest was the arrival of a few boreal irruptive species, 
primarily Red-breasted Nuthatches. A Common Raven seen just south of Jellico 
may be the tirst Cumberland Plateau record in Tennessee in many years. It prob- 
ably wandered down from southeast Kentucky or southwest Virginia. Additional 
ravens were seen in northern Greene County, as the population of this species con- 
tinues to increase and expand in the Southern Appalachians. Other notable rarities 
included Swallow-tailed Kite and Nelson's Sharp-tailed Sparrow.
