and a Short-tailed I lawk in Liberty Co .. as well as the first Dovekic since 1950. 
Several backyard rarities were also found, with the cream of the crop being 
a Long-eared Owl in Clarke Co., 2 Evening Grosbeaks in Fannin Co., and 3 
different Bullock's Orioles.
