WADER CATCHING ON THE RIBBLE

In the near futurc it is hoped to cstablish a programme of repular wader canion
netting on the Ribble Estuary. At present the South West Lancashire Ringing
Group has some Wash equipment on loan, and has made two catches, onc of
Sanderling and one of Oystercatcher. The Ribble holds very large numbers of
waders (it was second only to Morecambe Bay in the 1973/, Estuaries Enguiry
counts), and to date is virtually unworked, with respcct to wader ringing.
