NORTH AMERICAN LOON FUND GRANTS 

The North American Loon Fund (NALF) announces the availability of two grant pro- 
grams for support of new or current research, management, or education projects that may 
yield useful information for Common Loon conservation in North America. 

The first of these programs, the Robert J. Lurtsema Research Award, consists of a $1,000 
stipend available annually for a suitable research project focused on a member of the Family 
Gavidae. Preference will be given to students and independent researchers with limited 
availability of other funding. 

The second program offers modest grants in support of research, management, or edu- 
cational projects directly related to the conservation of Common Loons as a breeding species. 
Proposals in the range of $500 to $3000 are most likely to be considered for funding. 

Further guidelines for prospective applicants are available upon request from the NALF 
Grants Committee. Deadline for submission of proposals is January 31, 1988 (no exceptions 
will be granted). Funding awards will be announced by March 15, 1988.
