Hummingbird mega feeding landscape band-
ing, Tom Green County, Texas. BRENT

Hummingbirds were banded at Dan
Brown’s mega feeding station near Christoval,
Tom Green Co., TX, along the north-south oriented
South Concho River on 1 - 2 Sep 2005 during
mornings by the Hummingbird Research Group
(HRG). 428 Archilochus spp. were banded and
were comprised of 51% RTHU and 49% BCHU. On
the morning of 3 Sep, eight HRG banding teams
were stationed at other mega feeding stations in
close proximity to Dan Brown’s site; six along the
river. Sites were 2.5 mi NNW, 1.5 mi NNW, 2 mi
SSW, 0.25mi S,0.75miSand 1 mi S, and 1.25 mi
SSE and 1.5 mi SSE. Each team used “Russell
traps” to catch hummers on all three mornings for
atleastthree hr. 328 Archilochus were captured on
3 Sep with 53% being RTHU. The RTHU were
dominated by males (65%). Males had 75%

were also dominated by males (79%). Males
comprised 96% immature and females 77%
immature. Only one hummer was recaptured from
the previous two mornings of banding; it was 0.75
mi south of Dan’s. Ross Dawkins and | have always
presumed migration was to the south from the
Christoval mega feeding landscape where all
banding sites typically feed at least one gallon of
sugar water per day. However, during interviews
with six other mega feeding sites (1+ gallons of
sugar water per day during breeding season) to the
south outside of the Concho River watershed,
nobody has significant numbers of migrants.
Banding at this workshop and banding during
previous years in the Devil's River watershed which
is due south of the Concho has failed to capture
any of the thousands of birds banded at Dan
Brown’s Ranch. This still leaves the question of the
route taken by hummers from Christoval to Mexico
unanswered. In addition to the research conducted
on 3 Sep in TX, banders from throughout the
United States were requested on the
Humband@yahoogroups.com listserv to report
their banding results for that day. Only banders
east of 100° W longitude responded and not
enough data were available to draw any
conclusions.

Publication History of the Inland Bird Banding Association

The Inland Bird Banding Association was founded in 1922 at a meeting of the American Ornithologists’
Union in Chicago. Between 1922 and 1928, published reports and notes of the association appeared as
a section of The Wilson Bulletin (the journal published by the Wilson Ornithological Club [which later
became the Wilson Ornithological Society]). These reports and notes appeared as follows:

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From 1929 through 1981, Inland Bird Banding Association issued its own newsletter and, later, a journal
on a quarterly or bimonthly basis. Until 1964, the association published a mimeographed, 8.5" x 11"
newsletter — Inland Bird Banding News. The issues for 1929 (for June though December) have no
volume numbering but comprise volume 1. Publication was interrupted for over a year after issue of the
April 1948 newsletter (vol. 20, no. 2) and then resumed in August 1949 (vol. 21, no. 4) under James B.
Cope. A subsequent newsletter published in September 1949 filled in this “gap” in numbering issues and
identified itself as a combined issue including vol. 20, nos. 3, 4, 5, 6, and vol. 21, nos. 1, 2, 3; the opening
page of this newsletter explained that the odd multiple numbering is for posterity and assured members that
no issues are missing. Initially, the newsletter was prepared by the association’s secretary and then, from
1948 through 1951, by a secretary-editor. The office of editor was established in 1952, separate from the
duties of secretary, at the request of then secretary-editor James B. Cope who asked to be relieved of some
of the duties of the double office.

In 1965, editor Terrance Ingram effected a change from the 8.5" x 11" newsletter format into a staple-
bound, 6.5"x8.5", printed journal in 1965. From 1965 through 1967, the journal was known as Inland Bird
Banding Association News but reverted back to Inland Bird Banding News in 1968.

In 1979, the association’s publication was divided into a journal with new title and new, printed 6" x 8.5"
format for contributions of original research — Inland Bird Banding — and a newsletter for announcements
and less formal material (see paragraph below). Issue 4 of vol. 53 of Inland Bird Banding was never
published; contents of this number were intended to include comprehensive index of Inland’s journal, vol.

In 1982, Inland Bird Banding Association joined with Eastern Bird Banding Association and Western Bird
Banding Association in publication of North American Bird Bander with each banding association
contributing an editor to work with a production manager in preparation of the journal; North American

Bird Bander had begun publication in 1976 as a joint effort of the Eastern and Western banding
associations.

Between 1979 and 1986 members received, in addition to Inland’s journal, a separate quarterly newsletter:
Inland Bird Banding Newsletter, edited by Willetta Lueshen. In all, 29 issues were sent members: from
Jan 1979 (vol. 1, no. 1) to Oct 1985 (vol. 7, no. 4), inclusive, and Apr 1986 (vol 8, no. 2). This newsletter
merged into North American Bird Bander with issues for vol 8, no. 1 and no. 3, keeping the newsletter
format but printed within the pages of volume 11 of North American Bird Bander (issues no. 1, pp. 31-
36, and no. 3, pp. 103-105). The “newsletter” continues as IBBA’s “News and Notes” section in North
American Bird Bander and from 1989 to 1994 was managed by regional editors Ruth C. Green and Betty
Grenon.

Note 1: Roth was drafted ta serve in the armed forces in 1957. Other officers of the Association continued
publication until a replacement was found. Mr. and Mrs. R. B. Hoger volunteered to fill the position, and
were officially elected as Editors at the annual business meeting.

Note 2: Montgomery was drafted to serve in the armed forces this same year as his appointment as editor.
He was replaced by Larry Hood, who was officially elected editor in the annual business meeting of 1966.
