THE GOELET STUDENT FUND

At the VI™ Neotropical Ornithological Con-
gress in Monterrey, Mexico, October 1999,
Mr. and Mrs. Robert G. Goelet of New York
City donated $5000 to the Society of Neotro-
pical Ornithology, to be used as seed money
for a fund, to be called the "Goelet Student
Fund," which is earmarked specifically to
make financial grants to students from the
Neotropical Region in order for them to
attend and present either a paper or a poster
at the VII™ Neotropical Ornithological Con-
gress, which will be held in 2003 in Chile.
This Society of Neotropical Ornithology
would like to raise additional money in order
to at least double the amount in this fund by
early 2003, when grants will be made to
deserving students. In order to reach this
important goal, donations from members are
urgently solicited. Even small gifts, when
made by many people, can go a long was.
Thus if 200 members each were to give $20 in
addition to their annual dues in 2000, then our

goal would be neatly reached only one year
after the initial donation by Mr. and Mrs. Goe-
let.
