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Only Crown Point, Wing Island, Powdermill and 
Cape Florida had very much good to say about 
spring 2010! It was the worst of seasons at 
Lewiston and Kestrel Haven. Braddock Bay, 
Ruthven, Pock Point, Appledore, Long Point, and 
Presque Isle all were down in numbers! The "best 
day" ranged from 15 Apr at Kestrel Haven to 20 
May at Appledore.
